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INTRODUCTION

MISSION
Reserve officers and enlisted personnel performing Annual Training (AT) and Active Duty Training (ADT) at Fleet and Industrial Supply Center Pearl Harbor (FISC PH) are here to: (1) assist in meeting FISC’s fleet support responsibilities; (2) develop their mobilization readiness skills; (3) support their unit’s mobilization readiness projects; and (4) fulfill personal and career enhancing goals.

AT ASSIGNMENTS

Your AT assignments will typically involve work geared to current operational tempo or work on one or more business/mobilization readiness projects.  You are required to conduct pre-AT liaison with the FISC Reserve Coordinator’s Office.  Normally members of affiliated FISC Reserve Units are assigned duties commensurate with your professional skills.

BEFORE YOU LEAVE

RECORDS

Bring your medical records and a copy of your Page 2 (Record of Emergency Data).  Also, leave a copy of your endorsed orders for your spouse’s use in your absence.

UNIFORMS


Officers and CPO’s (male and female):  Summer white AND summer khaki or BDU’s*


Enlisted (male E-1 thru E-6):  Summer white or jumper AND dungarees or BDU’s*


Enlisted (female E-1 thru E-6):  Summer white “A” or “B” AND dungarees or BDU’s*

*if unit authorized.

NOTE: administrative spaces are air conditioned, and it is recommended that you bring a military jacket or sweater.  The bulk of the personnel assignments will be in unconditioned warehouse spaces, the piers, or at the fuels depot.  It will be important to stay hydrated while working in these spaces.

BILLETING

Billeting is controlled by the Scheduled Airlines Traffic Office (SATO).  Check you itinerary to see if a Certificate of Non-Availability (CNA) or a confirmation number was issued.  If a CNA was issued, you should make reservations at a local hotel.  You do not need to check in with the billeting office upon arrival.  If a confirmation number was issued, you will be berthed in government quarters.  Officers are usually billeted at the Makalapa BOQ (phone (808) 471-3041), Building 372, off Makalapa Drive, behind CINPACFLT) or Pearl Harbor Naval Station BOQ (phone (808) 473-4165), Building 1315, off South Avenue.  Daily room fees are approximately $20.00.  Enlisted personnel will be billeted at a Pearl Harbor BEQ with a daily rate of approximately $10.00.  All enlisted personnel E-1 through E-9 staying on base, must check in at the NAVSTA Billeting Office, phone (808) 473-5983/473-5210-1372, USS ARIZONA Towers, Building 1623.  Enter Nimitz Gate and turn right on North Road.  Turn right again immediately after Ward Field.  Base decals are to be picked up at Vehicle Registration, at PSD, during their normal work hours.  See Check-in.

TRANSPORTATION 

Reservists are authorized commercial transportation from Honolulu International Airport.  A taxi for the three-mile trip to the BEQ/BOQ will cost approximately $10.00 and a taxi from the airport to Waikiki will cost approximately $22.00.  Check with your Reserve Center for instructions before making any changes to reservations and ticketing.  The 1-800 SATO number printed on your itinerary is the only office authorized to make itinerary changes.  If you make changes directly with the airlines or through a travel agent you WILL NOT be reimbursed.  Note: Most airlines allow two bags checked and one “carry on”.  Security at Honolulu International Airport has increased dramatically, so please be patient and professional about any delay you may experience.

ARRIVAL IN HAWAII
CAR RENTALS

Rental car authorization must be stated on your orders.  Unless authorized on your orders, car rental is at your own expense.  When possible, reserve members from the same reserve center will carpool.  There should be one car for every four reservists.  Remember that car rentals authorized on government orders are not a personal car.  The driver must pick-up and drop off other reservists.  If a member has orders but is not willing to carry passengers, the rental car authorization should be issued for another member.  Check with your reserve center if a rental car is not authorized.  Car rental companies will require that you be at least 21 years of age.

The maximum reimbursable amount for car rentals is $35.00 per day.  Don’t be caught unprepared!!  Have a credit card with about $425.00 of available credit for the car rental.  Personnel without a personal or government credit card will have to put a substantial cash deposit of approximately $620.  Be prepared to show your orders and ID.  Note there is no Navy transportation from the airport to Pearl Harbor.

If you are authorized a subcompact at $28.00 per day, although the maximum daily reimbursable rate is $35.00, you will be paid $28.00 per day.

Purchase of additional insurance is not refundable.

Please note that PSD will not pay for upgrades.  Do not get an upgrade unless you are willing to pay for it.

LOCATION

FISC PH is located on the ocean side of Kamehameha Highway (known as “Kam Highway”) and is easily accessible from the Halawa gate entrance to the Pearl Harbor Naval Complex.  For reference purposes, the Arizona Memorial Landing is on the waterfront adjacent to the Halawa gate.  The Reserve Coordinator’s office is located in building 475 on the 2nd deck (see attached map for details).

When traveling from Waikiki, take the Nimitz Hwy to H1 west and take the 15A exit (the Arizona Memorial/Stadium exit).  Halawa gate will be three lights down on the left and is well marked.  You may be required to show your orders, identification, and rental car agreement at the gate.  Follow the road as it bears to the left right into the FISC parking lot and enter Bldg. 475, which is the largest building in the center of the compound.

MILITARY CUSTOMS AND COURTESIES 

Military customs and courtesies shall be rendered at all times.  Be constantly vigilant and aware of those around us so we may demonstrate proper military courtesies.  When approaching officers who are senior, whether they are on foot or in a vehicle, a salute shall be rendered along with an appropriate greeting.  Please remember that all senior officers when in civilian attire still rate a salute.  It should be noted that if an official vehicle has its lights on during daylight hours, then a flag officer is in the vehicle.  Situations develop quickly and one should be alert to ensure that we always extend the proper courtesies.

CHECK-IN

On your first day of your AT/ADT, report to FISC PH, Bldg. 475 second deck, Reserve Coordinator’s Office, NO LATER THAN 0730.  Upon your initial entry, you will sign for a FISC parking pass.  This is not the same pass required for base entry.  The parking pass is only to park in the FISC parking lot.  Access to the base in a rented vehicle requires a temporary pass from the Vehicle Registration (Building 284) located in PSD.  You will need your military ID, a copy of your orders, and the car rental contract.  


Hours of Vehicle Registration are:


Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday – 0730-1500, and Wednesday 0730 - 1300

NOTE: Hawaii is expensive.  You should have between $300 - $500 available in the form of available cash/credit card (personal or government) or travelers’ checks to cover initial expenses and/or unplanned expenses until you can be paid.  Note this is in addition to the rental car deposit if you do not have a credit card.  Advance per diem may take 3-4 days to process.  The Bank of Hawaii located on Radford Drive will cash military pay checks for a fee, while area Exchanges no longer routinely provide that service.

The first day is for check-in, orientation, and division familiarization.  The following days’ schedule will be determined by your assigned division.  On the first day, the approximate agenda is as follows:


0730-1000:  Admin check-in with Reserve Coordinator


1000-1100:  Reservists report to their respective divisions


1100-1200:  Pass and Decal office during lunch


1300-1600:  Commence workday

WORK HOURS

The Reserve Coordinator's Office is open for business five days each week as follows:


Mon-Fri 0730-1630 (designated national holidays excepted).

Your work schedule will depend on your division assignment.  Saturdays and Sundays are normally liberty periods unless informed to the contrary.  Reservists are presently not required to stand watches unless part of an exercise.

BASE MESSING FACILITIES

Breakfast is generally available in the dining facilities from 0545-0730, lunch from 1100-1230, and dinner from 1615-1800.  However, meal hours, type of service and availability of special meals, etc., vary widely from one dining facility to another.  The Makalapa BOQ does not have messing facility.  It does have a small restaurant and mini-mart.  Fast foods on base included McDonalds, Popeye’s, Pizza Hut, Taco Bell and Subway. (See page 7 for detailed messing information).

SECURITY

Heavy emphasis is placed on both physical and information security.  The sentries check ID cards at the gates and security badges at certain building entrances.  Reservists are expected to wear their ID’s in plastic pouches during working hours throughout the AT.

CHECK-OUT AND PAY

Checkout will commence Friday afternoon of the second week and will take approximately 60 minutes.  Do not plan to leave FISC PH prior to 1600.  Conflicts with this time should be brought to the attention of the Reserve Coordinator as soon as possible.  Again, you should not be changing your travel arrangements.

The Regional Finance Center (RFC) for the Navy, as part of Personnel Support Detachment (PSD), will process your orders for pay and allowances.  Paychecks will be distributed from the Reserve Coordinator’s office no earlier than 1200 during the checkout period.  Security badges, parking decals, and plastic pouches will be collected if issued.

USE OF TELEPHONES AND GOVERNMENT VEHICLES

Reservists are to use command telephones for long distance calls and government vehicles for official business only.  In such instances, the appropriate division head should be consulted for access codes/keys.  Internet access is generally not available.  NEX Connections, phone 423-3327, in the area of the dry cleaners and key shop next to the main exchange provides internet access for $4.95 per hour.

AFTER WORK HOURS

LIBERTY

Liberty generally commences at 1630 daily depending upon your division assignment and expires 0600/0730, Monday through Friday.  Please ensure that we are able to contact you, particularly on weekends, in the event of emergencies or special duty.

A word of caution about valuables left in locked cars:  DON’’T!!!   Unfortunately, there is a small but dedicated group of thieves that make a living stealing from cars, particularly at the beaches.  If you are observed (by them) locking valuables in your car or trunk, you are likely to have the valuables stolen and need a repair job on the car.  It is best to take valuable items with you or leave them in a safe place.

CIVILIAN CLOTHING

The following are guidelines concerning the wearing of civilian attire:

1. The wearing of civilian clothing is worn when on leave or liberty in the Hawaiian area is authorized.

2. When civilian clothing is worn, naval personnel will ensure that their dress and personal appearance are appropriate for the occasion and will thereby enhance the image of the military.  While base regulations provide specific guidance, the use of common sense in choice of attire should cover this adequately.

3. Except in emergencies, civilian clothing is not authorized while conducting business during normal working hours at Naval Regional Medical Clinic, Naval Regional Dental Center or Personnel Support Detachment.  Use common sense in achieving an acceptable appearance.

TIME  

Oahu, like all of Hawaii, is in the +Whiskey time zone year around.  This means that Hawaii time is two hours later that Pacific Standard Time and five hours later than Eastern Standard Time.  When it’s noon in Hawaii, it’s 1400 in San Francisco and 1700 in New York.

Note, Hawaii does not shift to Daylight Savings Time (DST), Hawaii is three hours earlier than the West Coast and six hours earlier that the East Coast, May through October, when DST is in effect.

USE THE BUDDY SYSTEM

This is a must if you go swimming or snorkeling at the local beaches.  Although Hawaii beaches are among the most beautiful in the world, the surf can be very dangerous, especially along the North Shore.  Again, use careful judgement.

DIRECTIONS

Hawaiians commonly give directions with reference to landmarks, using the Hawaiian terms.  These are the four designations to become proficient with:


Makai – toward the ocean


Mauka – toward the mountains, or inland


Ewa – toward Ewa, a plantation in the southwestern corner of Oahu


Waikiki, Diamond Head, Koko Head – toward the east.  

The correct term depends on where you stand at the moment.  Examples:  The Koko Head – bound lane of H1.  The Diamond Head side of Kapiolani Park, the Makai shoulder of Kalanianaiole Highway.

NAVY EXCHANGE AND COMMISSARY

A current, valid ID card and an endorsed copy of your AT orders will allow you to exercise unlimited shopping  privileges at the various military exchanges and commissaries in the area.  If your family desires to utilize the exchange and commissary, they must have their own Reserve Dependent ID card and a copy of your orders in their possession.  Checking of dependent ID prior to entering Pearl Harbor Naval Facilities is strictly enforced.  ISSUANCE OF RESERVE DEPENDENT ID CARDS IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF YOUR LOCAL RESERVE ACTIVITY.  This should be accomplished prior to AT.

The Pearl Harbor Commissary (Building 242) hours are:  Sunday - Saturday, 0900-1900.  The commissary is located after the Bank of Hawaii, going north on Radford Drive.  Their telephone number is 471-0265.

OFF-BASE TRANSPORTATION

On Oahu “THE BUS” constitutes public transportation.  It goes around the entire island for a single one way fare ($1.00) and gives a free transfers (at the time of initial payment) continuing in the same direction.  A monthly pass can be purchased at Bloch Arena for $25.00.  Drivers do not carry change.

To get downtown or to the airport, you can catch a bus on the ocean (makai) side of Halawa gate on Kam Highway.  It takes about thirty minutes to get to the Ala Moana Shopping Center (mauka).  Taking bus 47, 50, 51, or 52 (the 52 bus must say Wahiawa Heights) will return you to your original starting point on the opposite side of Kam Highway.  A No. 2 bus, caught on Kuhio Street (one block mauka of Kalakaua), will allow a transfer to the 50, 51, or 52 bus on Hotel Street near Fort Street Mall.  If you miss the last bus, taxi fare is a minimum of $12.00.

HALE KOA HOTEL (FORT DERUSSY)
The Fort DeRussy Armed Forces Rest and Recuperation complex in Waikiki has an excellent hotel with fine food, entertainment, luaus, and superior accommodations at military rates.  Facilities include a dining room, coffee shop, gourmet restaurant, weight room, exchange, two pools, and several bars.  If you choose to stay here, reservations should be made as far in advance as possible.  The commuting time from the Hale Koa Hotel to Pearl Harbor is at least thirty minutes in moderate traffic.  There is a Dollar car rental desk in the hotel with military rates.  For Hale Koa reservations, write or call:

Room rates vary depending on whether a member is on orders or not.  When on military orders, the room rate is about $110.00 a night (the Navy will reimburse up to $110.00 a night, including tax).  If you extend your stay beyond your orders the room rate depends on the floor level and your rank.  Prices range from:

$59.00 - $141.00 (single occupancy)

Major hotels in the area with military discounts include the Outrigger chain, Ala Moana Hotel, Pagoda Hotel, The Plaza Hotel, Hilton Hawaiian Village, and Honolulu Airport Hotel.

INTER-ISLAND TRAVEL

Inter-island travel may be taken at your own expense.  Aloha and Hawaiian Air fly to the other islands on various and changing schedules.  The current rate for one-way travel from Oahu to the outer islands is under $50.00.  Please note that this is subject to change.

Scheduled Airline Travel Office(SATO) provides current prices (808) 423-8770.  Ticket purchase and general entertainment information on the island of Oahu are provided by Morale, Welfare, and Recreation, Bloch Arena on Mondays - Fridays from 0800-1700, and Saturdays from 0900-1600.  The telephone number is 473-1190.

PLACES TO SEE ON THE ISLAND
ARIZONA MEMORIAL

Free tours to the Memorial are provided by the National Park System and Navy which operates a shuttle bus from the USS ARIZONA Visitors Center (100 yards to the right of the Halawa Gate) to the Memorial every 15 minutes from 0800-1500 daily except Monday (422-0561).

HANAUMA BAY

Located off Kalanianaole Highway (Beach Road) just up the hill from Koko Marina Shopping Center in Hawaii Kai on the southeast corner of Oahu.  This is a must for newcomers to Hawaii.  A marine sanctuary, alive with millions of colorful reef fish, Hanauma Bay is noted for outstanding snorkeling opportunities.  Come early (before 0900) and get a parking spot.  Don’t forget the mask and snorkel or rent them at Hanauma for $6.00 per day.  Hanauma Bay is closed on Wednesdays.

HONOLULU ACADEMY OF ART

900 S Beretanis Street.  Open Tue-Sat, 1000-1630; Sun 1300-1700.  Admission $5.00 General Special exhibitions in addition to a 35-gallery permanent collection of Asian, European, American and Pacific art.  The telephone number is 532-8701 for recorded messages of upcoming events.

ALA MOANA PARK

76 acre public park and beach front, sand beach, swimming lagoon, surfing grounds, dressing pavilions, food stands, picnic tables, pine trees, harbors, ponds, and bridges.

ALA MOANA SHOPPING CENTER

Located in the heart of Honolulu, multi level with over 150 shops and restaurants.  Abundant parking spaces.  1450 Ala Moana Blvd. 946-2811.

ALOHA TOWER/MARKET PLACE

Pier 9 at the foot of Fort Street, where the Matson Ships come in.  The Aloha Tower is opened from 0800-2100 daily.  Admission is free.  It is one of Hawaii’s most famous landmarks, with spectacular views of Honolulu and Harbor areas.  An elevator takes you to the 10th floor of the observation deck.

AQUARIUM

Waikiki aquarium, 2777 Kalakaua Avenue at the base of Diamond Head.  Open every date 0900-1700.  Admission:  $6.00, children under 12 admitted free.  One of the world’s finest collections of brilliantly colored marine life of Hawaiian waters and an outdoor seal pool.  Telephone: 923-9741 for show times of seals and porpoises.  Military discount is $4.00.

ATLANTIS SUBMARINE TOUR

Located at Hilton Hawaiian Village, Waikiki.  Educational underwater tour of man made reefs designed to attract marine life to the shores of Oahu.  View two sunken vessels, two aircraft, and man made reefs.  Experience a dive to 120 feet below the surface of the ocean.  Prices range from $59.00 - $89.00.  Reservations and info 973-9811.

BISHOP MUSEUM

1355 Kalihi Street.  Open 0900-1700 Mon-Sun.  Admission (which includes the planetarium shows); adults $7.95; children 6-17 $6.75.  The museum has the world’s foremost collection of Hawaiian and Polynesian antiques.  (847-3511)

BISHOP MUSEUM PLANETARIUM

1355 Kalihi Street.  Open daily 0900-1700.  Aspitz projector reproduces the sky for any instant of any year.  Shows are at 1100 and 1400 Mon-Sun.  There are evening shows on Friday and Saturday at 2000.  Admission – Adults $7.95.  Admission to the show only is Adult $3.95; Children 6-16 $3.00.  Following the evening show, you may view the sky through a 12-inch telescope.  Telephone:  847-3511 for special permission for children under five years of age.

BYODO-IN TEMPLE, VALLEY OF THE TEMPLES MEMORIAL PARK

47-200 Kahekili Hwy near Kaneohe.  Open daily 0830-1630.  Admission $2.00 Adults and $.50 children.  Telephone 239-8811.  Ask for Mrs. Kudo.  A 2 million-dollar replica of a 900-year-old Buddhist temple surrounded by classic gardens (a bell house, ceremonial teahouse, man made waterfall and two-acre reflection lake).  Arrange tour on week in advance.  The golden Buddha (thought to be the largest in the world) towers 18 feet, and is an original work of art carved by Masuro Inui, representing “Amida: the Buddha of the western paradise.

FOSTER BOTANICAL GARDENS

180 North Vineyard Blvd. Open daily 0900-1600.  Admission is free.  A botanical park of orchids, fern, vines, and trees peculiar to the Pacific Islands.  Telephone 522-7065.

GLIDER RIDES

Dillingham Airfield, North Shore.  Probably the most spectacular sight seeing opportunity, one or two passenger gliders, average visibility of 30-40 miles, approximately 15-minute ride $55.00 for two or $38.00 for one. INTERNATIONAL MARKET PLACE

2330 Kalakaua Street, Waikiki.  Open 0900-2300.  Telephone 923-9871.  Ask for Mrs.  Lee.  Many shops and sometimes shows, so telephone Mrs. Lee and she will be glad to answer any questions.

IOLANI PALACE

King and Richards Streets.  Open Wed-Sat 0900-1415.  Built by King Kalakaua, this is the only palace on American soil.  The throne room is on e of the historic sites and free guide service is available in the throne room.  Telephone 522-0832 for reservations.  Adults $8.00; Children 5-12 $1.00.  Children under 5 year old are not allowed.

KAILUA BEACH PARK

Kailua Road.  One of the world’s most beautiful beaches is located on Windward Oahu within 10 minutes of the Marine Corps Air station at Kaneohe Bay.  Avoid the horde of tourists at Waikiki and join the “locals” at Kailus for sunbathing, swimming, canoeing, win surfing, picnicking, and sightseeing.  Go early (before 1000) if a parking spot is desired.  Don’t tell anyone about this well kept secret.

POLYNESIAN CULTURAL CENTER

In Laie on the North Shore.  Telephone 239-1116.  Daily from 1230-1930 except for Sundays.  Recreated villages provided insight in ancient life styles of seven South Pacific Island groups.  Buffet dinners, pageant of long canoes and “Invitation to Paradise”  music revue.  Reservations necessary for evening music revue.  Tickets may be purchased at Honolulu Office, 2222 Kalakaua, Room 915, or Special Services (Bloch Arena) 473-3169.  Discounts available at Special Services.

QUEEN EMMA SUMMER PALACE

2913 Pali Hwy.  Open daily 0900-1600.  Admission $4.00 Adults; Children under 16 $1.00.  Telephone 595-3167.  This summer home of Queen Emma is now a museum, restored with furniture and artifacts of the mid-nineteenth century.

SEA LIFE PARK

Makapuu Point.  Daily 0930-1700.  Adults $19.95; Children 6-12 $7.95; Children 5 and under $2.95.  Kamaaina $10.95 and two guests.  Telephone 259-7933.  An entertaining, educational, and conservation oriented park with dolphin and whale performances, training sessions, and a casual tour safe havens for Hawaii’s endangered species.  Shops and dining available.  Approximately five minutes east of Hanauma Bay, past the “Blow Hole” overlook.  Military have to be stationed here.

STATE CAPITOL

The capitol building entrances are on Beretania Street and Hotel Street.  The Nation’s youngest state now has the newest capitol, a shinning $25 million edifice in Honolulu.  It was dedicated March 15, 1969.  Huge bronze medallions, each weighing 3 ½ tons, are suspended over the ocean and mountainside entryways.  They bear the State Seal and Motto: “Ua Mau Ke Ea O Ka Pono”, translated from Hawaiian, the words mean: “The life of the land is perpetuated in righteousness”.

TANTALUS DRIVE AND ROUND TRIP

Right hand turn out of Punchbowl (National Cemetery), follow road around.  Beautiful homes, lush tropical growth, beautiful view of the city and shoreline as you make a loop through the magnificent rain forest.  Tantalus is Honolulu’s highest and coolest residential section.

TROPICAL CRUISES

Kewalo Basin, 2 ½ hour dinner cruises with Polynesian show, live dance band and open bar for approximately $33.00 - $37.00.  Boarding daily at 1700 for sunset cruise.  Reservations for several of the sunset cruises through Bloch Arena 473-3169.

U. S. ARMY MUSEUM

Fort DeRussy.  Artifacts and memorabilia from World War II, Korea, and Vietnam.  Tue-Sun 1000-1600.  Telephone 955-9552.  Free admission.

WAIMEA VALLEY AND ADVENTURE PARK

1800 acre valley arboretum on the North Shore historically rich with old Hawaiian rock work and burial caves.  Hiking available during all months with exception of Jan-Feb, when park may be closed due to heavy winter rains.  Daily 1000-1730.  Admission Adults $19.95; Children 6-12 $9.95; Kamaaink $10.95.  Times and prices subject to change.  638-8511.  Military have to be stationed here.

KAMEHAMEHA STATUE

On King Street across from Lolani Palace.  It is one of the most photographed statues in the USA.  June 11th on Hawaiians commemorate Kamehameha Day by placing giant, fresh flower leis on this gilded statue of King Kamehameha the Great, conqueror of all islands.

KAPIOLANI ROSE GARDEN

Paki and Mosarrat Avenues.  Open daily 0900-1630.  Free admission.

KAWAIAHAO CHURCH

957 Punchbowl Street.  Open Mon-Sat 0900-1630.  Church services held in Hawaiian and English every Sunday at 1030.  (Visitors are welcome to attend services followed by a guided tour).  Built of native coral in 1841.  “Westminster Abbey of Hawaii”, Honolulu’s oldest and most distinguished church.

KODAK HULA SHOW

Phone 924-1496.  Hawaiian entertainment at the Waikiki Shell grounds, Monsarrat Avenue, off Kalakaua Avenue.  The show is presented primarily for photographers.  The only show begins at 1000 Tue-Fri during Jan-Aug; 1000 and 1115 Tue-Thu during Sep-Dec.  Admission is free.

TURTLE BAY HILTON HOTEL NORTH SHORE

Maintains stable of saddle horses.  Escorted 1 hour rides available.  Five miles of bridle paths through North Shore countryside, sand dunes and beaches.  Daily and hourly from 0900-1400.  $30.00 per person.  Telephone for reservations.  293-8811.

ROYAL MAUSOLEUM

2261 Nuuanu Avenue.  Open Mon-Fri 0800-1630.  Custodian telephone 536-7602.  Built in 1867, it houses tombs of all Hawaiian Kings except King Kamehameha I.  Admission is free.

MISSION HOUSES

553 South King Street.  Tours from 0900-1600 Tue-Sat.  Admission $5.00 Adults; $1.00 Children 4-18.  Children under 4 free.  Telephone 531-0481.  The Printing House and the Chamberlain House, noted for being the oldest frame houses in Hawaii, built in 1821 by missionaries.  This is a museum of missionary life.  Admission with Military ID $4.00.

NATIONAL MEMORIAL CEMETERY OF THE PACIFIC

Punchbowl Crater at 2177 Puowaina Drive.  Open daily 0800-1830 March 2 to September29, 0800 – 1730 September 30 to Mar 1.(Memorial Day 0700 – 1900)  Admission is free.  The beautiful landscaped floor of an exotic dormant volcano and final resting place of military, including famous war correspondent Ernie Pyle and Challenger Astronaut, Ellison Onizuka.  For more information call 566-1430 Monday –Friday 0800-1630.

NUUANU PALI

Turn off Pali Highway to the right at marker near the tunnel.  This is “Oahu’s most scenic masterpiece”, at the head of Nuuanu Valley.  It offers a rare photographic panorama of Windward Oahu mountains and shoreline.

PINE GROVE VILLAGE

Outdoor arts and crafts market.  Locally created and gathered items of shell, leather, coconut, macramé, tapa, cloth, coral, and much more.  Near Bellows Air Force Recreation Center at Waiamanalo.

WAIOLI TEA ROOM

Located at 2950 Manoa Road, Moana Valley.  Serves breakfast and lunch from 0800 - 1600 (reservations are recommended).  High tea on Sundays by reservation only.  The grass shackwhere Robert Louis Stevenson composed poetry has been to the gardens.  Admission is free.  For more information call 

988-5800.

WARD WAREHOUSE SHOPPING CENTER

On Ala Moana Boulevard, a short distance west of Ala Moana Shopping Center.  It contains many interesting specialty shops plus several excellent restaurants Hours of operation for retail stores are

ALOHA FLEA MARKET
